Pathways Toward Church Vitality 

A group of 10 church leaders and Pastor Jacqueline met with Rev. Tom Davis-Shappell on 

January 23 to learn more about the United Methodist Pathways in Eastern PA.  Pathways is a 

process for the church to assess its current reality, discern its goals, and identify next steps 

for reaching goals.  Churches are encouraged to select one of 5 pathways to work on.  These 

include Congregational Vitality, Church Sustainability, Conflict Resolution, Building Re-

visioning, and Cultural Wholeness.  The group learned that congregational vitality involves 

growing worship attendance, involving at least half of the worshipers in small groups such as 

Bible studies, involving more than half of the worshipers in ministries of justice and mercy, 

increasing professions of faith as we make new disciples for Jesus, and giving generously for 

missions. The group’s homework is to identify the opportunities, threats, strengths, and 

weaknesses of our church.  You are invited to share your insights on these with members of 

the Leadership Team.  The group will meet again on March 6 at 2 p.m.  on the Lounge to 

share their thoughts.

The 

income from the Hope Flea Markets is being kept in a restricted fund for nurturing children and 

youth locally.  $120 of it was spent this year to provide $10 gift cards at Christmas for 12 

children at the Making a Change Group Christmas party.

On the 4th Sunday of Lent each year, we observe UMCOR Sunday with a special offering to 

support the United Methodist Committee on Relief.  This offering covers the administrative 

costs of keeping UMCOR operating all year with the ability to reach out with grants to help 

people who are victims of disasters and wars.  Because of UMCOR Sunday, all the donations 

designated for specific disasters in the U.S. and around the world can go directly to the areas 

of need. 

Capital Fund Campaign 

Maintaining our two church buildings and their property are essential for providing safe 

spaces for our ministries.  A campaign was started in February to raise $48,000 for an 

updated fire alarm system, replacement of an elevator part, a new water heater, repairing 

damage to the office windows and walls from a leak, clean-up and seeding of the cemetery, 

and removal of a storm-damaged tree.  Donations designated for the capital fund can be 

made through our offering envelopes. A poster in the sanctuary will show progress in 

meeting our goal.  Already, $7500 has been paid toward the fire alarm.  Thanks in advance 

for your contributions.
